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POLICY:
                        In the event of a work stoppage or other job action by the staff that endangers the normal daily operation of the facility, there will be a written plan that provides for continuing operations with a minimum of disturbance to the normal routine as possible, with emphasis on providing all required inmate services until normal staffing is restored.


Procedures:


In the event of a work stoppage or other job action, the following steps will be taken:




1. The ranking supervisory officer on duty will immediately notify the Chief Deputy who will immediately notify the Sheriff after finding out the status of the stoppage.




2. The ranking supervisory officer on duty will reassign those officers remaining on duty, if any, to critical posts within the facility, with emphasis on maintaining security. A complete list of those officers taking part in the job action will be compiled and be made available to the Chief Deputy as soon as possible.




3. In the event no line personnel remain on duty, the ranking officer will immediately request the dispatcher to summon enough patrol officers to ensure the security of the facility until additional off duty and field deputy personnel arrive. The patrol officers will be subject to the directions of the ranking jail officer until other ranking officers arrive.




4. If every attempt fails to summon the regular jail employees back on duty, the Chief Deputy will develop an emergency staffing pattern utilizing all available remaining staff, supervisory personnel, field deputies and regular patrolmen. The emphasis will continue to be providing all basic prisoner services, while maintaining adequate security. The Chief Deputy will take whatever action he deems appropriate to replace absent staff personnel on a permanent basis. The Chief Deputy will be responsible for contacting off duty personnel. All inmates will be secured in their cells or dorms until prisoner movement can be safely restored by available staff. 
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
