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POLICY: Hostage Plan   

Policy - Under no circumstances will an employee be allowed to leave the confines of

        the jail as a hostage. All efforts will be made to secure the safe and swift 

        release of any employee held against their will.

        In the event that a hostage situation arises, the:

          a. Facility Captain shall be notified.

          b. The facility shall be locked down.

          c. The Sheriff, Chief Deputy, and Deputy Chief shall be notified.

          d. Correctional personnel will remove uninvolved inmates from the crises are and make    every effort to identify inmates, corrections personnel, and/or civilians involved. 

         e. Corrections personnel will maintain security in affected area and begin

             gathering intelligence concerning persons, weapons, and area involved while

             waiting for law enforcement personnel to arrive.
