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POLICY:
Sevier County Jail will have the written and graphic evacuation plan posted in the living area of the facility, as well as other specified locations.   

  FIRE DRILLS

      Policy - The Sevier County Jail will provide for each shift at the facility to have fire drills at least every three months to ensure staff performance and efficiency in case of an emergency evacuation.

      Procedure - The fire drills will consist of the corrections staff having the inmates line up in their housing pods and then the staff will explain and go through the emergency evacuation procedure. (NOTE: INMATES WILL NOT VACATE THEIR HOUSING POD DURING THE DRILLS.)

   EMERGENCY GENERATOR CHECKS

      Policy - The emergency power generator will be checked for functional readiness promptly at 10:00 AM each Monday by the Corrections Sergeant on the day shift. The date time and results of the emergency generator checks will be recorded on the emergency generator check log and shall be maintained in the day shift Corrections Sergeant’s log (written and computer logs). Any malfunctions or problems will be           recorded and the Chief Deputy will be notified and have the problem fixed. 
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
