INCIDENT REPORTS PRIVATE 

 All incidents which involve or endanger the lives or physical welfare of facility personnel, civilian visitors, or inmates will be recorded in the officer’s daily activity logs (written and computer), as well as on incident report forms (written and computer), and retained by the Deputy Chief. Such incident reports will include, but will not be limited to the following: death, attempted suicide, escape, attempted escape, fire, prisoner disturbance, battery on a staff member or prisoner, sexual assault, serious infectious disease within the facility.
