Clothing Issue The standard clothing issue for anyone detained longer than forty-eight (48) hours for both males and females shall include the following:



a. Clean socks



b. Clean undergarments



c. Clean outer garments



d. Footwear

      Inmate Admission & Sentence Hygiene items.



The facility will provide upon admission the following items:



a. Soap



b. Toothbrush



c. Toothpaste



d. Comb



e. Toilet paper  



f. Hygiene materials for women



g. Shampoo



h. Sheet



i. Blanket



j. Towel



k. Wash cloth   



l. Mattress (Flame Retardant)



Provisions will be made so that the inmates can regularly obtain the above items if requested.


      Inmate Haircuts



Arrangements for prisoners’ haircuts will be made available on a regular basis. 


      Clothing Exchange


Prisoner clothing will be exchanged and cleaned at least twice weekly unless work, climatic conditions, or illness necessitates more frequent exchange.


          Showers



To prevent the introduction of disease and to promote a healthy environment, inmates will be required to shower before being housed with the general population. And will be permitted to take a hot shower daily.
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
