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POLICY:
To reduce idleness, vandalism, and to encourage individual responsibility, inmates in the Sevier County Jail will be provided every opportunity to engage in meaningful work.



Employment of un-sentenced inmates: The facility will not require un-sentenced inmates to do work except that which is necessary to do personal house-keeping to keep their living area clean.


Procedure:



1. Inspection: All inmates are expected to keep their own quarters in clean and sanitary order. Each day, The Corrections Officer will visually inspect the inmate living areas to be sure that:



a. Floors have been swept.



b. Books & magazines are stored properly.



c. The cell windows are clear of blankets, paper and other materials.



d.The plumbing fixtures are clean.



e. Personal articles (games, writing materials, hygiene items) are properly stored.



f. Bedding (sheets, blankets, pillows) are properly placed on the bunks.



g. Walls are free of dirt and graffiti.



2. Non-Compliance: The Corrections Officer will first issue a specific verbal request to correct any problems and note same on the daily log (written & computer). If after the verbal warning, the occupant(s) of a cell has not rectified a deficiency, The Corrections Officer will make an incident report and submit it to the shift Corrections Sergeant.   
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
