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POLICY:
RETURN OF PROPERTY



Inmates released from the Sevier County Jail will be required to sign a receipt for property, valuables and cash returned at the time of release. All items will be carefully inventoried on the receipt and witnessed by the releasing officer. The property receipt will be kept in the permanent record of the facility. If there is any discrepancy concerning the items inventoried, the shift supervisor will be notified, and an incident report will be completed and turned over to the Lieutenant, Captain or Chief Deputy who shall determine if an investigation is warranted.
Releasing Authority



Under no circumstances will an inmate be released except under the following circumstances:



A. Released on bond prior to trial.




1. Surety bond completed by a qualified bonding company in the amount as specified by: Judicial Commissioner, Judge of Circuit or Trial Justice and Chancery Courts or clerks of said courts that are authorized to set bonds, and only after the executed bond is received by the releasing officer.




a. The inmate will select bonding companies, only. The inmate will select the bonding company from the list in booking, after the inmate makes his/her selection the booking officer will make notation of bonding company selected in the inmate’s notes located in their booking narrative. If the inmate decides to cancel the currently selected bonding company and pick another this too shall be noted in the narrative by a corrections officer.



b. Under no circumstances will an agent of any bonding company be permitted in the security areas of the Sevier County Jail (jail areas).




2. Property bond in the amount specified by the courts, certified by the clerk’s officer with the certifying stamp affixed with the signature of the inmate and two (2) certified property owners, and only after the executed bond is received by the releasing officer.




3. O.R. bonds as ordered by a judge of the courts of Sevier County or Judicial Commissioner.




4. Misdemeanor Citations issued by the arresting officer.




5. Cash Bond



B.  The name of the inmate and release date provided by the jail booking system.


C. The inmate is released by a court of jurisdiction court order that has been filed with the court clerk’s office and a copy in hand of the releasing officer.

Releasing Authority - Continued



D. The inmate may be released on a court ordered furlough only after the certified order has been received and the Sheriff has been notified of the furlough and has been given the opportunity to respond.



E. Probation: As ordered by court order and proper paper work has been received from the Circuit Court or the General Sessions Court Probation Dept. or the State Probation Department.



F. Community Corrections: As ordered by court order and proper paperwork has been received from the Circuit Court.



G. Parole: Only after the proper paper work has been received from the Tennessee Board of Paroles.



H. Extradition: Receipt of a Governors Warrant allowing an inmate to be extradited to the state wanting the inmate.



I. Waiver of Extradition: Inmate has signed a Waiver of Extradition allowing him/her to be returned to a state in which the inmate is a fugitive there of.
