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POLICY:
To prevent the introduction of potentially harmful or dangerous substances to the inmate population, all toxic, corrosive and flammable substances or any other potentially dangerous supplies and equipment will be stored in the locked areas which are secure. All such substances will be stored in the janitor’s closets located in the kitchen, female housing unit, male units (near door #21) and the public lobby, and any cleaning supplies used which are hazardous or potentially hazardous will be used by inmates under direct supervision of a corrections officer. At the Sevier County Minimum Security Facility (Annex), all dangerous, toxic, corrosive and flammable substances will be stored in the mezzanines of the facility. These doors are locked and secured always.
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
