POLICY:

Circuit Court:



The transporting of inmates to Circuit Court will be under the direct control and supervision of the Corrections Officer assigned to court duty. The Corrections officer may request assistance as needed to perform this task in a safe, orderly and secure manner.




A. Inmates will be handcuffed and leg-ironed while being transported to court. 


General Sessions:



The transporting of inmates to General Sessions Court for arraignment or trial shall be under the direct control and supervision of the Corrections Officer and shall be permitted to secure other officers as needed to perform this task in a safe, orderly and secure manner.


 Inmates shall be required to wear the designated issued jail clothing to court except during jury trials at which time the inmate will be permitted to wear civilian clothing.
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
