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POLICY:    Walk-thru Accountability System
Each officer will be issued a Walk-thru Accountability FOB upon employment, this FOB will contain the officers name and radio number. The officer will at the beginning of each shift take his/her FOB and insert it into a Walk-thru Accountability Wand, once the officer hears a beep that acknowledges the activation of the officer’s information to the wand. The officer will then take the wand with them while performing walk-thrus in all the dorms/jail areas, the officer must make contact with all the silver wand disk located throughout the dorms/jail. If the officer fails to make contact with these silver disk, then the walk-thru is not properly documented as having took place. At the end of the officers shift it is that officer’s responsibility to take the wand to the designated download location to download their walk-thru information for that shift. Failure to comply with this policy will result in disciplinary actions against the officer. 
If the an officer loses or damages their walk-thru accountability FOB due to negligence on their part then that officer will be responsible for paying to replace that FOB, damage or loss due to jail operations the Sheriff’s Office will be responsible for replacement.
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
