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LAW ENFORCEMENT ORIENTATION

In the event you observe a clinical change in the patient, your prisoner, you would need to contact the nurse immediately by the call light system at the bedside or the emergency cord in the bathroom.

Safety:

All safety incidents or concerns should be directed to Security.  This can be reported to the nurse in charge, the House Supervisor, or called to ext 865-446-7600.  Any safety issues or unusual occurrences will go through this chain and if necessary, reported to Administration.

Code Red:

Your role in the event of “Code Red” is to follow R-A-C-E (see acronym).  If you are guarding a prisoner, your first priority is, of course, to be responsible for that prisoner.  Evacuation area would be from affected side of the fire door to the unaffected side, closing the door securely behind you.  You will be instructed by Security or the House Supervisor of the need to evacuate.

Rescue the patient




Pull pin

Announce fire (call Code Red aloud and pull alarm)

Contain fire and smoke (close doors)

No medical equipment is to be used on a patient that is tagged as “Danger Out of Order – Do Not Operate.”

Hazardous Materials

Hazardous Materials include chemicals, blood & body fluids, and flammable gas.

MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheets) - a manual found in each department that contains all necessary information regarding any hazardous material found in the department with a master book in the ER.

Emergency Preparedness

In the event of a disaster you would stay with the prisoner since he/she is your responsibility.
Utilities

There is an emergency generator in the event of a power outage.  There are also emergency phone lines within the hospital in the event the usual phone system is non-functioning.  Cellular phones are to be used outside only!

Restraints/Handcuffs

The LeConte Medical Centers restraint policy regarding restraints does not apply when the patient is admitted with forensic or correctional restrictions for security reasons.  Handcuffs or shackles can be used on those patients who are in custody or under arrest.  These may be used by the police officer or Security only.  The law enforcement officer or Security must be with the patient at all times while handcuffs or shackles are in use and they must have a key to release those restraints in the event of an emergency with the patient.  

The nurse will assess and document skin condition before the use of handcuffs or shackles if possible.  Every two hours, the nurse will perform the routine care rendered to patients whose movements are restricted.

Infection Control

Good handwashing will prevent the spread of disease.  

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) will be provided for you as needed.

Interaction with Patients

Please remember that patients and visitors hear the interactions between prisoners and their guards. Every attempt should be made to control improper language and loudness of conversation.  Also, please avoid talking about the prisoner in the hallways, etc.

Education Agenda

The following items will be covered with each officer:

1. Introductions

Staff members should introduce themselves to the officer in charge.  Introductions should be made each time a shift change occurs for either the law enforcement agency or the affected nursing staff.

2. Breaks

Law enforcement personnel will provide extended breaks (meal breaks).  The security staff will provide short breaks (bathroom) as needed, when available.  

3. Orientation

Every officer is asked to read the in-service material provided.  Someone from the Security Department will review the material and ask random questions to insure understanding.  The officer will be given a copy of the in-service material to keep.

This record will be valid from January 1 through December 31 each year.
