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POLICY: Escape
Discovery - The corrections officer who first discovers an escape or 

      Apparent escape will:

       1. Immediately advise the Corrections Sergeant and Patrol Sergeant and 

          Give the following information:

                             a. Name of the escapee(s) and description.

                             b. Mode of transportation of escapee(s) if available.

                             c. The approximate time of escape.

       2. Secure the area from which the escape was made.

       3. Lock up all inmates in the vicinity of the escape area.

       4. Place a "Lock Down" on all inmate movement and conduct an inmate count.

       5. If the name(s) of the escapee(s) is not known, identify the escapee(s) by

          Matching physical descriptions of the present inmates to the booking information.

     Notification - The ranking officer immediately upon being notified of an escape 

      will:

       1. Advise the Sheriff, Chief Deputy, and Deputy Chief what has occurred.

       2. Advise the Dispatcher to broadcast the description and other pertinent

         Information from the inmates booking card to the Sheriff's patrol units, city

         Police, and state highway patrol.

      Investigation 

      The Sheriff, Chief Deputy, or Deputy Chief shall direct that an

      Investigation begin by the detective division and all personnel involved shall file

      Written reports as soon as possible.
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
