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POLICY:
     It shall be the responsibility of each Corrections Sergeant or Corrections Corporal to complete a security check of the facility at least once weekly and that said security check shall be logged in the jail security logbook. If the officers locate a breach in the security of the facility, the shift watch commander will be notified and he will advise the Chief Deputy, Captain and Lieutenant immediately so that steps can be taken to secure the breach.

     It shall be the responsibility of the day shift Corrections Sergeant or Corrections Corporal to inspect all locks in the facility and report all problems to the Lieutenant, Captain and/or Chief Deputy so that the proper maintenance and repair can follow up.


With the addition of cell female 50 the following will be in effect.

When inmates are moved from/to cell 50 the inmates are to be leg ironed and/or an officer stationed at the main doors in the lobby to insure security of the facility.

Procedure:

Prior to moving any inmates to or from cell 50 the transporting officer is to inform the shift sergeant of the move and is to remain in the secure area until the sergeant or an officer designated by the shift sergeant notifies the transporting officer that he/she is at the main doors and the lobby is secure. The transporting officer will then escort the inmate(s) thru the lobby.
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
