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POLICY:
HOURLY SUPERVISION OF INMATES BY STAFF


A staff member shall personally observe all inmates at least once every hour on an irregular schedule. More frequent observations shall be provided for prisoners who are violent, suicidal, mentally ill, intoxicated and for inmates with other special problems or needs. The time of all such checks shall be logged, as well as the results.  

INMATE COUNTS:


Policy - To prevent escapes and to ensure that inmates are accounted for at all times, the correctional officers on duty must make frequent and accurate counts on a 24-hour basis.


Procedure:



A. Inmate count: Before an inmate can be regarded as present, the officer must see the inmate in the flesh.



B. Schedule: At the shift change the corrections officers will verify the number of inmates present in each housing unit. The corrections officers will also verify counts during the service of meals.



C. Recording: The count will be recorded on the daily activity log (written & computer) and the inmate roster and signed by the officer doing the count. 



D. Upkeep of Records: All admissions to and removals from each housing area will be recorded on each count form (roster), daily logs (written & computer) and the computer "Inmate Event File" by the corrections officer.
