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POLICY:
           The Corrections officers daily activity logs (written and computer) are the primary records of events which occur in the facility. All on duty officers will maintain this log on a continuous basis. The following activities will be routinely recorded in the log as soon as possible after the occurrence, but will not be limited to:


Items for entry:

 A. Security inspections


 B. Inmate counts


 C. Inmate movement


 D. Medical treatment/visits


 E. Feeding


 F. Disciplinary actions


 G. Use of force


 H. Surveillance checks


 I. Unusual incidents


 J. Housing unit activities (commissary, telephone, etc.)


 K. Any other activity or event that the officer feels worthy of      recording.
