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POLICY:
It is the policy of the facility to enable inmates to maintain 
contact with family and friends through regular visits.


Procedure:

12.01 Frequency: Each inmate is permitted one (1) hour of visitation each 
week.


12.02 Each inmate will complete and have on file the following:



a. Designation of five visitors per inmate.



b. Inmate issued visitation rules.


12.03 Times: Persons listed (ONLY) on inmate designation form will be permitted to visit on the scheduled day and time unless otherwise approved on special conditions.


12.04 Children: No person under eighteen years of age may visit an inmate unless accompanied by a person over eighteen years of age who is the wife, husband, or parent of the inmate.


12.05 Identification: The corrections officer when screening visitors will:



a. Obtain identification from visitor.



b. Have the visitor sign the visitor log, noting visitors’ name, relationship to the inmate, name of inmate, date and time.


12.06 Denial of Visits: The corrections officer may deny a visit if:



a: The visitor is not listed on the inmate visitation form.



b: The visitor is disruptive or dangerous.



c: The visitor is under the influence of alcohol or drugs. 



d. The visitor refuses to show identification or sign the visitors log.



e. The inmate refuses to visit.



f. The inmate is in segregation for disciplinary reasons.

            g. The visitor is a former inmate that has been released within 90 days of the visit.

              Any such denial will be documented by the corrections officer with the filing of an incident report and a notation on the daily activity log.

Official Visits: Official visits will be granted at times other than regular visiting hours as specified below:



Officials and attorneys upon presentation of valid identification, Judges of courts within the county, probation officers, members of the Grand Jury, the District Attorney or his staff, Staff of the Tennessee Department of Corrections, peace officers from Tennessee 
and out of state law enforcement agencies, and the attorney of record will be allowed with an inmate at any reasonable time during daytime and evening hours.


12.08 Visits by Clergy: Any special visits by Clergy must be cleared through the Chief Deputy and scheduled as to time and dates of the visit, except during an emergency. The Corrections Sergeant may allow a special visit by the Clergy if circumstances warrant the         visit. 


12.09 Special visits: Special visits may be granted to an inmate at times other than regular times if:



a. Special permission is granted by the Sheriff, Chief Deputy, Captain or Lieutenant.



b. An event of personal significance has occurred for the inmates (e.g.: death of a spouse, child, sibling or parent) and the visit    may reduce the ill effects of the event on the inmate.


NOTE: A record of all inmate visits will be recorded on the computer visitor log, as well as the daily activity logs.


12.10 Visitation Rules: 



1. No smoking or vaping


2. No pocket knives or other sharp items (ball point pens etc.)

                        3. No bags (pocket books, purses etc.) in which contraband may be                   concealed. 



4. Children must be accompanied by an adult and supervised always.



5. No loud, abusive or obscene behavior.



6. No food or drinks allowed in visitation area.



7. All visitors must show identification and complete a visitor information form.



8. Inmate and visitor must remain seated always.



9. No inappropriate gestures



10. Visitors must wear appropriate clothing



11. Inmates must wear stripes.
INMATE APPROVED VISITOR LIST

Visitation shall consist of (1) hour weekly per inmate and will be arranged according to classification.

A “INMATE VISITOR LIST “Will be provided to all inmates at the time of booking. The inmate will be asked to place up to (5) names of people that they will expect to visit during their confinement.

The information required will be:

1.   Name

2. Relationship

3. Address

4. Phone number.

This will not include minor children, clergy or the inmate’s attorney.

Changes in the list will be accepted no sooner than 72 hrs. prior to the day of visitation and can only be made by the inmate.

NOTE:  NO ONE WILL BE ALLOWED TO VISIT UNLESS HIS OR HER NAME IS ON THE CURRENT LIST.
