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POLICY:  INMATE RELIGIOUS SERVICESPRIVATE 

Policy: 

Every reasonable attempt will be made by the facilities staff to facilitate the voluntary exercise of religious beliefs by inmates. The exercise of religious beliefs will be limited only by legitimate security and operational considerations.

Religious services will be scheduled on a rotating schedule to allow equal opportunity for attendance.
Female inmates: religious services for female inmates will follow the    same procedure as above, services will be conducted for female inmates either just prior to or immediately after services for male inmates.

      It shall be the responsibility of the Facility Captain to schedule and approve all times and clergy to participate in the services 

Individual Services: If an inmate wishes to meet his or her own      pastor or with a representative of a religion for purposes of confessions, pastoral counseling or worship, the officer who receives such a request will relay that request to the Chief Deputy.

 Maximum Security:

      Persons classified in the Maximum-Security unit of the Sevier County Jail for their safety or due to the nature of their charges will be given the opportunity to exercise their religious beliefs. This shall be done upon request from the inmate to the   corrections officer in writing which said request shall be forwarded to the Facility Captain who shall see that arrangements are made to secure the services of a minister to come see the inmate.

Voluntary: No inmate will be required or forced to participate in any religious activities.

Vocational/Educational Services


            The facility will promote the effort to provide any vocational and/or educational services, which may be available through community resources in an attempt to promote rehabilitative programs for the inmates. The availability of such programs will vary according to community resource, but if made available, inmates may participate in any basic course of study designed to eliminate illiteracy, a general education development course, or correspondence courses. Any cost for such courses must be borne by the inmate. This privilege may be suspended for reasons of security or disciplinary action. The staff will make every effort to see that appropriate space is made available for such programs, and that eligible inmates are scheduled appropriate program time in order that they may participate. Eligibility requirements may vary according to the sponsoring agency.



b. A corrections officer will personally supervise the inmates participating in vocational/educational services.


Library Services



A selection of library books will be made available at the time commissary is being distributed. All law books will be made available at the written request of the inmate and delivered to the Chief Deputy.
            Every effort will be made for the facility to promote educational and/or rehabilitative service for those inmates addicted to alcohol and/or drugs, i.e.; Alcoholic anonymous and drugs anonymous.  
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
