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POLICY:
              Basic Training


All employees will be required to attend a basic jail school for correctional officers consisting of 40 hours during their first year of employment.


 In-Service Training



All employees will be required to complete an annual in-service program consisting of 40 hours designated to instruct them in specific skill areas of jail operations.


 Firearms & weapons training



All correctional personnel of the Sevier County Jail who are authorized to use firearms or chemical agents will receive basic and ongoing in-service training in the use of these weapons. All such training will be recorded, with the dates completed, and kept in the officers personnel file.
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
