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POLICY:
UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL JUVENILE OFFENDERS BE DETAINED IN THE ADULT FACILITIES OF THE SEVIER COUNTY JAIL AND UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL ADULT CORRECTIONS PERSONNEL BE PERMITTED TO, HOLD, DETAIN, OR CONTROL JUVENILES IN THE ADMINISTRATIVE AREAS OF THE JAIL.

    Fingerprinting Juveniles


A juvenile may be finger printed only if they commit a crime that would be a felony if committed by an adult.


Procedures:


1. The juvenile must be charged with a felony; the arresting officer must have the warrant in hand.



2. No adult inmates are to be in the processing/booking area while the juvenile is being finger printed.



3. The fingerprints are to be stamped "JUVENILE" in 5/8" red letters (rubber stamp) in a conspicuous location and returned to the arresting officer.



4. Under no circumstances will juvenile fingerprint records be kept in the jail.
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
